To help reduce the use of fossil fuels, Allegro Worcester
supports employee ride-sharing by helping employees con-
nect with each other and by providing preferred parking for
carpoolers. We also partner with the Massachusetts Depart-
ment of Transportation (Mass DOT) to provide services
including NuRIDE and the Emergency Ride Home program
MassRIDES - Home. In recognition of our efforts Allegro
was given a Leadership Award for Excellence in Commuter
Options in April 2011 by the Mass DOT.

Allegro Worcester also has a very active recycling program
which recycles over 100 tons of material per year. This
includes 32 tons of plastic, 27 tons of cardboard, 16 tons of
paper, 16 tons of pallets, and 10 tons of metal.
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
